GSEF2016 (Montreal/Canada): ‘Allies for the Intelligent and Sustainable Development of Cities’
1,400 participants from 300 cities, 62 countries

GSEF2018 (Bilbao/Spain): ‘Values and Competitiveness for an Inclusive and Sustainable Local
Development’ to be held 1~3 Oct, 2018

STRUCTURE: 3days of Plenary sessions/ Workshops (parallel)/ Site visits/ GSEF General Assembly

DEADLINE: 31* July 2018

REQUIREMENTS:
% A local government that has been chosen as the host city for the next forum should form a public-

private organising committee (local organising committee) and submit its ‘plan of action’ to the GSEF
Secretariat one year before the next forum.

% The host local government of the next forum shall be in full charge of the overall preparation for the
forum and programming through an agreement with the Secretariat.

*Host city of the GSEF2020 should join the Steering Committee of the GSEF as a full member
